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What is the Victorian Trail Riders Network?


The Victorian Trail Riders Network has been formed to bring together the various trail bike related organisations, clubs, groups and individuals that are involved with trail riding in Victoria to share information and work together on issues at a state level. 





Founders and supporters of the VTRN have been involved with a number public land access issues in the South West of the state and in more recent times, the East Otways Community Reference Group (EOCRG), part of the Victorian Trail Bike Initiative and also the forming of the Barwon Recreational Motorcycle Council. We are also establishing a co-operative working relationship with AMTRA and Keep on Track along with a growing number of other relevant organisations, businesses and individuals. The growing list of supporters includes DSMRA (Southwest) and the Green Triangle Enduro Club.

The VTRN is based on supporters and volunteer input and is not a club and does not have a membership fee. The aim of the VTRN is to become a clearinghouse and information centre for issues relevant to motorcycle trail riding in Victoria. The Network’s main focus will be trail rider access to public land, environmental sustainability, and local, state and federal government policy impacting on Victorian trail riders. The VTRN will also monitor and disseminate information relating to private land motorcycle recreation. 





Part of the role of the Victorian Trail Riders Network will also be to work with other rider organisations to prepare submissions and lobby government and government departments to retain equity of access to riding areas across the state.  Through pooling of information, co-operation and a broad support base from within the trail riding community the VTRN will provide greater lobbying power and influence on issues that have a long term impact on our sport.
